Minutes of the Meeting of Kinnerley Parish Council on 23rd March 2026

1. Council approved the Minutes of the Council Meeting held on 23rd February 2026, for signature by the Chairman.
1. Public participation session 
With respect to items on the agenda or of relevance to the Parish – two members of the public spoke about a proposal for the developer of housing and Kinnerley Shop to be allowed to take part of the village green for parking places, drawing attention to the benefits of reducing the number of cars parking outside the shop while recognising the importance of the village green to the community.  It was also noted that the traffic management arrangements should be improved outside the shop. The Chairman responded noting that no formal application had been made, any decision by the Council would be reached only after public consultation, and efforts were being made to discuss the proposal with the developer.  One member of the public also aired the idea of moving the war memorial in the churchyard onto the village green.
