tMinutes of the Meeting of Kinnerley Parish Council on 27th October 2025 at Maesbrook Village Hall.

Prior to the commencement of the meeting, Council and those present observed a period of silent reflection on the sad death of former Cllr James (Jimmy) Peto, who died on 24th September 2025.

1. To note apologies for absence: Cllr Dan Widdon
1. To note declarations of interest and consider requests for dispensation – none to note
1. Council approved the Minutes of the Council Meeting held on 22nd September 2025, for signature by the Chairman.
1. Public participation session 
One member of the public drew Council’s attention to the need for action to reduce flood risk from Morda Brook. Council agreed to pursue the matter with the appropriate authorities
One member of the public spoke in favour of the grant application from St Mary’s Church, Kinnerley.
1. Parish matters
a) To receive a report from Unitary Councillor – Cllr Duncan Borrowman (Shropshire Council) reported:
· Shropshire Council taking steps to make it easier for communities to secure reductions in speed limits to 20 mph and to reduce other speed limits where need is identified and local support is evident
· Finances are worse than previously thought and seeking support from central government
b) To receive a report from Clerk, to include action log – and agree any next steps – the Clerk drew attention to:
· the continued steps to install outdoor gym equipment,  
· secure grant aid for a defibrillator for Pentre
· the costs of the May 2025 election - £1645.24
· councillors will be issued with ‘.gov’ email addresses for use in relation to parish council matters from 1st November
c) To receive a Police report – circulated and determine top three priorities for action – Council agreed to retain road safety as its highest priority and cyber/digital-crime and theft as its other two priorities
d) To note submitted response to LNRS consultation – noted
e) To receive any updates from Working Groups
CIL WG – Council noted and received the report from the CIL Working Group and agreed to invite members of the public to join the working group
Shop WG – no update, other than an application for Asset of Community Value status has been  made by the Council. The 
Flooding WG – Council noted that:
· funds had been allocated by the Environment Agency (EA) to the Melverley Internal Drainage Board for environmental measures and to reduce flood risk, focussed on the Morda Brook
· discussions with EA continued regarding flood warning equipment at the Dunkett Sluice
and agreed to draw Shropshire Council’s attention to the urgent need to update the Flood Risk Management Strategy and express disappointment at the lack of response to previous requests
f) To report any Highways or other parish matters:
· Council agreed to allow Kinnerley Parish Hall to make use of the playing field and grasscrete car park for the Beer Festival on 6th June 2026
· Council agreed to put up ‘lamppost’ poppies on road signs
· Council noted that the commemorative plaque at the BMX track needed repairing
g) To approve the Information Technology Policy – Council approved the policy
h) To appoint an additional (temporary) trustee to Kinnerley Charities – Council declined to appoint

It was confirmed that Council’s normal policy is that planning applications appearing on the Shropshire Council Planning Portal after the issue of the agenda but before the meeting date would not be considered at that meeting, and that an extension to the normal 31-day time scale for Parish Councils to submit consultation responses would be sought if necessary to enable the application to be considered at the next meeting.  This policy was applicable for application 25/03815/FUL for the Village Shop, and a related application to build houses on land adjoining the village shop was also expected to be published shortly.  Council agreed to contact the developers to explore the feasibility of facilitating a public meeting with them where both applications could be discussed.
